1.2 TRAVEL INFORMATION 
 

1. Travel to New Caledonia 
New Caledonia is served by major airlines: 
- Air Caledonie International in partnership with Qantas and Air New Zealand 
- Air Austral 
Delegates are advised that Changes in the above may be expected, so check with travel agents 
and/or airlines. 

 
2. Transport from Tontouta Airport to Noumea City: 

Tontouta is New Caledonia’s international airport. It is located approximately 60km away from 

Noumea City (45 minute drive). 

• Shuttle bus are available for transfers and will be stationed outside Arrivals at 

Tontouta Airport. For pick up from airport. Fare is approximately 3000 XPF (around 
33 USD) single way. 

• Alternatively, approximate taxi fare from airport to NOUMEA City is about 10 000 XPF 

(around 
• 111 USD). 

 
Delegates will need to indicate in their registration form flight arrivals and departures 

 

1.3 VISA & IMMIGRATION REQUIRMENTS 
All delegates are requested to have a valid passport for at least 3months of the date of arrival. Please 
check with your travel agents the appropriate visas and documentation necessary for your entry into 
New Caledonia. Please note that OPT-NC will transmit a “hosting confirmation” letter in order to 
facilitate VISA applications and will be made available upon request. Applicants are solely responsible 



 

for obtaining a visa prior to the departure. Due to long delays in visa processing, it is important to 
apply ahead of time. 
 
A VISA to enter New Caledonia is compulsory except to holders of passports from the following 
countries: (Please see attached list of countries requiring visas or not) 

- Australia 
- Canada 
- European Union countries 
- Japan 
- New Zealand 
- USA 

VISA could be applied for at the French Embassies/Consulates situated in Australia (Sydney and 
Canberra), Fiji (Suva), New Zealand (Auckland and Wellington), Papua New Guinea (Port Moresby) 
and Vanuatu (Port Vila).  
 
Holders of passports from countries where France has diplomatic representation 
(Embassy/Consulate) and requiring an entry visa into New Caledonia must obtain a valid entry visa 
before arriving in New Caledonia. That includes Fiji, PNG and Vanuatu passport holders. A visa 
waiver request cannot be arranged in these cases.

GSM Mobile 
Mobile network is provided by OPT-NC, New Caledonia offers roaming to most of the developed 
countries including some Pacific Islands. It operates on 900 MHZ. For those not able to use roaming 
and prefer purchasing prepaid SIM cards, Starter Packs are available at approx. 5 250 XPF. 

 

3. CURRENCY AND CREDIT CARDS 
The local currency is French Pacific Francs (XPF).

Internationally recognized credit cards are accepted by the hotel (Visa, Master, and American 
Express) for the purchase of goods and for any other financial transactions. 

 
4. ELECTRICITY 
Electricity voltage is 220 volts with French plug configuration similar to some European countries (see 
below). You are advised to take along your universal adaptor if you are from any other country with 
dissimilar plug configurations and voltages (e.g. many PICTs, New Zealand, Australia, USA, Japan). 
 

            
5. DRESS CODE 
Dress standard – Island smart casual - Ties discouraged 

 
6. WEATHER AND TIMEZONE 
New Caledonia has a tropical climate with November being in its hot season; temperatures ranging 
between 26-30 degrees Celsius. Cool clothing is advisable. 
 
Local time in New Caledonia is UTC/GMT + 11 hours

If planning for a short holiday, New Caledonia is known for its natural beauty and tropical climate and 
more commonly as a resort destination. It is a unique blend of French and Melanesian cultures 
surrounded by the world's largest lagoon.
